To the Blind New Sight

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to bring good
news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim release to the captives and recovery
of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, to proclaim the year of the Lord's
favour.” (4:18-19)

Have you ever thought or imagined how the blind feel in the awkward situation in
which they find themselves? Just a blindfold during a game makes us feel so
uncomfortable that we want to get rid of the blindfold as quickly as possible. 1
really sympathize with the plight of the blind; | am sure it is their wish that they
are able to see again some day. The mission of Christ, as we read in the above
passage, is to set us free from both physical and spiritual impediment including
blindness.

With the way things are going in the world, we have obviously blinded ourselves
and preoccupied our thoughts and minds with every kind of worldly concern that
we have actually refused to see the light that Jesus is presenting to us.

Jesus is calling us to open the eyes of our mind to see clearly what his purpose is
for us, his children, and so be able to do his will in loving God and neighbours. The
mission of Christ is our mission too, as individuals and as a community. Consider
both the social and spiritual challenges around us and try to bring new sight to our
blind world.

Note that a blind man cannot lead another blind man, so ask the Lord for new
sight today.
