SUPPORT CABRINI - SIGN THE PETITION!

A couple of years ago, the government passed the
Sexual Orientation Act which placed a requirement on
Catholic adoption agencies to place children with
homosexual / lesbian couples. A recent decision by the
High Court supported Leeds adoption agency Catholic
Care in its argument to be exempted from the Act. This
victory is especially welcome, but may only be
temporary. As Catholics we need the entire orthodox
Christian community to sign a petition supporting an
amendment to the Equality Bill which will allow

adoption with a genuine Catholic ethos to continue.
A million signatures from within the UK are needed

by 12 April. The petition can be signed online at
http://petitions.number10.gov.uk/AdoptionChoice/
So as to be in accordance with the Sexual Orientation
Act, the Catholic Children’s Society was renamed the
Cabrini Children’s Society. Our parish continues to
support Cabrini, so we consider it especially important
that the decision in the High Court should be upheld on
any appeal, so that Cabrini may return to
true Catholic teaching in this matter. So
PLEASE sign the petition before 12" April!
